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Subject: Draft Proposal for the Provision of Data for eTOD Area 2

In early 2003 ICAO consulted via State letter on Amendment 33 to ICAO Annex 15 (Aeronautical Information Services) which included a new Chapter 10 defining standards for the provision of Electronic Terrain and Obstacle Data sets (eTOD). CAA response to that consultation was to disagree with the proposals because of the lack of a supporting business case and the likely cost to industry.  ICAO received 37 replies from member States, of which only 3 disagreed with the proposals and which were subsequently adopted. The CAA has since filed differences with ICAO against the requirements of ICAO Annex 15, Chapter 10, as have a number of other States.
In response to State concerns regarding the implementation of Amendment 33 requirements, Eurocontrol created the eTOD Working Group. An objective of the group has been to develop proposals to be submitted to ICAO for the refinement of Chapter 10. Proposals developed for Areas 1, 3 and 4, involving minor textual changes, have been agreed at a European level by the ICAO European Air Navigation Planning Group (EANPG) and have been accepted by ICAO Montreal for processing in line with its standard change proposal mechanism. It is anticipated that the implementation or partial implementation of the standards for these three areas will be achievable with the data that is currently available. The development of proposals for Area 2 data collection has proved far more challenging. Given the potential impact of the proposals, the CAA supports the European level consultation now taking place prior to any proposals for Area 2 being submitted to the EANPG for acceptance and subsequent submission to ICAO Montreal.
The comments period of this consultation is effective from 16 January 2009. The period within which comments can be received at EUROCONTROL extends 10 April 2009 i.e. 3 months from publication.
The contribution of your organisation towards the European level consultation is considered by the CAA to be beneficial to the process.
