SKYBRARY FORUM SAFETY INFORMATION EXCHANGE
The ultimate aim of the SKYbrary Forum at http://www.skybrary.aero/ipbforums/  is to capture useful and relevant safety information on the prospective pitfalls of flying to unfamiliar destinations and along routes which does not appear in other official source documentation. 

The Forum is currently being revised into a more user-friendly format. 
Re-titled 'Before you go there', here are some hypothetical examples which might by posted:
· There is a canyon right after the end of the RESA when landing on R/W 23. 
· The turbulence below 200ft on R/W 26 with W/V 280-300 and mean speed above about 30 knots is a lot more challenging than the note in the AIP implies, even in a 747.... 

· 18L is a lot more slippery in the wet than 18R 

· ATC seem unwilling to give unofficial reports that the runway is temporarily flooded and if it looks like it might be when you get near it, a landing attempt is not recommended as it is not grooved and also is heavily contaminated with rubber deposits well past the TDZ 

· Lighting at on the Delta taxiway is very poor and there is a significant chance in LVP or at night of ending up making a runway incursion if the very sharp left turn at the stub to the D2 holding point (which itself is easy to miss) is missed. If this place did "hotspots" this would be one...
To be of real value, the Forum will need to regularly updated and read by crews with current and relevant worldwide coverage for new destination airfields or routes. The current SKYbrary Forum already has some useful content, but it is yet to be officially launched and is still quite some way from achieving critical mass. 
Several UKFSC Airline Operator Members already have excellent internal systems providing this service but many smaller operators do not. Accordingly, UKFSC Airline Members may be interested in exploiting the mutual value to be gained through the exchange of safety information in the revised SKYbrary Forum.  Airlines do not have to formally join the FORUM and pseudonyms for posts are permissible, if necessary.
A glance of least the first part of the 'Rules of Use' note at http://www.skybrary.aero/ipbforums/index.php?act=boardrules  is recommended.
